or 4 more clicks of the mouse you can
have a full budget costing analysis in-
cluding materials to be used, averaged
access costs, labour and personnel re-
quirements plus all of the job-pack data
necessary to programme and bid the
work.

maximise output and profitability.
Because of the way RISCm can analyse
your plant condition it can also be used to
help you define or fine tune your corro-
sion strategy, whatever that may be.

RISCm is a database management system
(yes, another one...) but with the kind of
difference you will never have experi-
enced before. It not only integrates the
control and management of all Compo-
nents in your plant, the Corrosion and

Our development target was ease of use and
the ability for all disciplines to work with
integrated data. So, for example, the Integ-
rity Engineer can busy himself with the risk
assessments, wall thickness recordings and
temporary repair control, whilst the Fabric
Manager can concentrate on the cost effec-
tive application of personnel, work comple-
tions and quality standards. But, and it's a
big BUT, at any time the Integrity personnel
can see how the Fabric condition affects
their corrosion situation, and vice versa.

These aspects are completely integrated, to the
degree that, in RISCm, there is actually no divide
between the way we assess the condition of the
plant and the most cost effective way to undertake
the corrosion mitigation and fabric repairs!

These are typical questions all plant management
must answer in order to demonstrate they have
control of corrosion and a plan in place to mitigate
it where necessary, RISCm makes it easy to de-
velop those demonstrations.
